Today's Offertory describes the Christian experience that African-Americans had under 
slavery - communion with the Holy Spirit, prayer, and song.  The spontaneous singing during 
worship is known as "minstrel ministry", a term derived from the Old Testament when minstrels 
were called upon to make music, sing, and play instruments.  The music would inspire a prophet to 
hear and receive a message from God and that message would be delivered, often in 
song.  Preachers still practice this ministry today and instrumentalists and singers join in.    The 
words to the refrain are "Ev'ry time I feel de Spirit movin' in my heart, I will pray." and the first 
verse, often sung by a soloist, says "Upon the mountain my Lord spoke, Out o' His mouth came fire 
and smoke.  In de valley, on my knees, ask my Lord, have mercy please."
